HAYWARD DESIGN GUIDELINES:

Provide articulation and detailing on all
elevations of a building and include elements
such as recesses, columns, score lines, reveals,
trellises, windows, lighting,etc.

Place windows on building elevations, such as
clerestory windows, to allow for natural daylighting
to occur within interior work areas and to break up
massing and add articulation to a building.
